Kansas Forestry Association By-Laws Proposed Changes 

 

 
 

The Kansas Forestry Association is proposing changes to the current by laws governing the organization and 

will hold a public voting opportunity at this year’s Agroforestry Field Day held on April 28, 2020 (rainout date 

is April 29) at the Roger Wells Family Farm located at 868 Road 290, Americus, KS 66836.  Carolyn Turney, the 

chair of the Bylaws Committee will be at the registration table for the field day with ballots for or against these 

changes.  Below you will find a copy of the Current Bylaws in the left column and the Proposed Bylaw changes 

highlighted in yellow in the center column.  There is a brief explanation of the changes in the right column to 

explain the reasoning and purpose of the proposed changes.  The main purpose of the needed changes are to 

clarify our current membership structure.  More specifically:   
 

1. The Kansas Forestry Association serves as an umbrella organization for the Kansas Chapter of the 
Walnut Council and the Kansas Tree Farm Committee.   

2. Payment for each member varies based upon his/her affiliation:  approximately $10 for KWC, $10 for 
KTFC, or $20 for individual KFA members. 

3. To recoup the costs of mailed newsletters and create an equitable pay structure, membership is being 
defined by three types, Affiliate Full, and Lifetime (definitions are below).   

4. Full membership to KFA is $20, therefore for affiliate members to receive a printed newsletter, they 
will be asked to pay $10 to become Full members (if they are only a KWC member or a Kansas Tree 
Farmer then the additional $10 will be required for full membership).      
 

The other proposed changes are to clarify and better reflect board members roles and layout of the bylaws.  If 

you have any questions or concerns regarding these changes prior to the field day, please contact Carolyn
